How T0 REPORT AN INCIDENT OF SEXUAL ABUSE OF A MINOR

If you or someone you know has been a victim of child
sexual abuse by a person working for the Roman Catho-
lic Church in the Diocese of Lafayette-in-Indiana (such as
a priest, deacon, sister, brother, lay officer, lay employee,
lay volunteer, etc.) you are requested to report the inci-
dent in the following manner:

1) Make a report to Child Protective Services by call-
ing 800-800-5556.

2) Call the Office of the Vicar General (800-942-
2397) or the Office of Assistance Ministry (800-533-
7018) for the Diocese of Lafayette-in-Indiana.

3) Write a detailed description of the facts/incidents
of abuse and send it as soon as possible to Mr. Max Lay-
den, 712 Chase Building, Lafayette, IN 47901.

4) Thereafter, an investigation will be undertaken by

or on behalf of the Diocese of Lafayette-in-Indiana.
