 4) Thereafter, an investigation will be undertaken by 
or on behalf of the Diocese of Lafayette-in-Indiana.

The Decision
The year was 2006. Our parish had experienced 

the blessing of our now nearly two-year-old church.  
Our $6,000,000 mortgage had already been reduced  

by $1,000,000 due to continuing contributions from our 
four-year capital campaign to build our church.  

But now it was time to turn our attention to the future, 
beginning with how we would pay off the nearly 

$5,000,000 of remaining mortgage while 
still funding the mission and work of our parish.  

The  answer was clear: The  parish needed  
additional funding through Fruitful Harvest 
dovetail campaigns, which would be separate and  

incremental to our Mass Offertories that fund our mission.
 

And so, in the fall of 2006, our parish conducted the 
first of six two-year capital campaigns aimed at 

raising the funds required to pay off this 
debt. The last of these two-year campaigns  

was Fruitful Harvest 2016, when we sought to raise  
the final amount needed for our debt, along with  

the funds needed to build a new Adoration Chapel.     
 

The Result  
In April 2019, the remaining amount  

from the fund we had been setting aside 
and using for the past 13 years in order to pay down  

our mortgage was used to pay off our church 
mortgage, making us debt free!
