As we mentioned at Masses last weekend and as you can probably tell from the banners hanging up outside, we are
extremely proud of our Catholic School here at St. Maria Goretti and very excited for its being awarded the National Blue
Ribbon of Excellence Award from the Department of Education for the second time! St. Maria Goretti Catholic School first
won the award in 2013. And now, again in 2019! Last week, 362 total schools were named Blue Ribbon schools. Only 39
of those were Catholic schools. Only 12 of that total 362 are here in Indiana. On behalf of our entire Parish Family, | offer
our congratulations to our principal, Mr. Vince Barnes, our entire faculty and staff, all our volunteers, and of course, our
students. This is an extraordinary accomplishment! Only 1% of all schools in the country have been awarded the Blue
Ribbon of Excellence Award more than one time. For any parish community to undertake the running of a Catholic school
is no easy commitment. Catholic schools do take time, resources, and lots and lots of money. We've got to be honest
here. Unfortunately, many parishes today are opting not to operate a Catholic school. Even within our own Diocese, out of
64 parishes, only 19 still have Catholic schools. That's about half of what we had 25 years ago. And that’s too bad,
because they are giving up on a really excellent way to pass on our Faith. It is one of the best ways that we have of
integrating our Catholic Christianity into every aspect of a child’s life and into all of our lives! We are all committed
Catholic Christians, but we also like music, sports, science, art, spelling, and lunch! Don’t forget about lunch! Our Faith
needs to be about every part of our lives. Catholic schools teach us this at an early age. Really good Catholic schools
teach us this for life. We are most grateful to God for our really good Catholic school. And it’s really nice that our federal
government also recognizes it.

I would also like to formally congratulate Paul Sweeney, who is the 2019 Recipient of the James Krupowicz Award for
outstanding catechist. This award was presented last week at our 10 am Mass as part of our celebration of Catechetical
Sunday, but the recipient does not know in advance of receiving the honor. To keep the secret, we congratulate the
recipient in the bulletin a week later. And if you weren’t at 10 am Mass last weekend, this lets the rest of the Parish know
who is the 2019 recipient of the award. Paul has served as a catechist in our Confirmation Formation program and as a
Youth Minister for our high school youth group, TRUTH, for multiple years now. He has also served on the Religious
Formation Council, including as its President. | thank Paul for all that he has done to share our Faith, most especially with
our youth! Paul, and his wife, Donna, have two children, Lizzie and Eli, and they are longtime members of the Parish
Family.
